Book Report Format

1.  Title Page:
     
Include the book’s title, author, illustrator, genre, your name,               
and class.

2.  Graphic Organizer:

Can be either a sequence chart, character web, cause and 
effect chart, problem and solution chart, plot diagram, or a 
5W’s and How list.  

3.  Plot Summary:


Write a synopsis of the plot including a list of the main and 
supporting characters, problem(s) the main character faces,             
and how the main character solves the problem(s).

4.  Evaluation:


What would you have done differently if you were the main 
character or author?  Evaluate what you thought was the 
main idea.

5.  Bibliography:

A bibliography is a list of the research, including books, 
journals, and all other sources you have used to write your 
work.  You must include this in your paper so that you can 
give credit to where your ideas and writing came from.


An example of a bibliography entry for a book written by one 
author appears as follows:


Collier, James L.  The Corn Raid.  Lincolnwood: Jamestown 
Publishers, 2000.

· Author’s last name

· Author’s first name

· Author’s middle initial

· The title of the book

· The city where the book was published

· The name of the publishing company that published the book

· The year when the book was published
